    THIS AGREEMENT is made by and between the above-named person(s), hereinafter referred to as “Renter” and Center Church, for good and valuable consideration and for the mutual covenants and conditions herein contained, the parties agree as follows:

    Whereas, the rental cost and other fees, if applicable, for the date(s) and time(s) set out above is $and other fees (if applicable) required have been added to this rental amount. 

The rental cost can be paid in one lump sum or in installments. However; the full cost must be paid at least five (5) days prior to the event, which date is ________________.    

    Whereas, in addition to the rental cost, if applicable, the renter(s) shall pay a refundable amount of 
$ _____ for security/damage deposit in order to reserve any event date.  Rentals are on a first come first serve basis. A non-secured date may be held for forty-eight (48) hours after the initial request is made, however; the Rental Agreement and a security/damage deposit must be received within the forty-eight (48) hours to guarantee the date.  No reservation is guaranteed or confirmed unless/until this Rental Agreement is signed and returned with the security/damage deposit and other requirements set out herein.  

       Whereas, Center Church is not responsible for accidents or injury to renter(s), guests, visitors, or any other persons or for the loss of money or valuables of any kind.  Renter(s) do hereby agree to release, acquit, and forever discharge Center Church, its officers, affiliates, agents, servants, employees, its personal representatives, successors and assigns, and any and all other persons, firms or corporations in privity with it, of and from any and all claims, demands, and causes of action, that renter(s) may have, have had, or ever have arising out of or by reason of the renter(s)’ rental for the event.  

    Whereas, renter(s) agree to indemnify, protect, and hold Center Church, its officers, affiliates, agents, servants, employees, its personal representatives, successors and assigns, against any claim for injuries, damages, or other consequences asserted by renter(s) or their guests, visitors, or any other persons during the rental terms and times.

 Further, the age of all persons responsible for renting Center Church must be at least twenty five (25) years and older with no exceptions.  This rule is strictly adhered to.    
Conditions:

1. Purpose of Use:

Center Church may be used but is not limited to the following events.  Events not listed below are subject to approval by the Pastor, Board of Elders and Board of Trustees of Center Church.
Class Reunions

Concerts (Gospel and/or Christian)

Conferences

Family Reunions

Funerals

Meetings

Plays/Dramas (Gospel and/or Christian)
Weddings

Worship Services

Workshops

2.  Occupancy:

Maximum occupancy for the Center Church is not to exceed 1500 persons in the sanctuary and 300 persons in the fellowship hall. The total number of persons attending any event must be kept to or less than the above number of persons in order to comply with fire and county/city regulations.  

3.  Damages: 

Damage deposit is fully refundable if the event takes place and the facility is returned in the same condition as received, based on a pre and post-event on-site inspection. Renter(s) and a CENTER CHURCH representative each shall receive a copy of the contract signed by both parties. Any post-event damages noted by Center Church will be deducted from the security/damage deposit. 

a. Renter(s) is responsible for:

- Any loss or damage incurred to the Premises by their helpers, hired staff, other service

   providers and their guests, if the security/damage deposit is not sufficient to cover them.

- the conduct of their helpers, hired staff, other service providers and their guests, on 

  the premises during and following the event. 

- the proper handling of all equipment and furnishings.

- removal of trash to disposal bin.

The security/damage deposit is not applied to the event fees. This deposit shall be retained by Center Church until the facility is inspected and cleaned by the facility’s staff following the event.  If there is no loss or damage of the property and premises by renter(s) and/or their guests, the security/damage deposit shall be refunded within two (2) weeks following the event.  If there is loss or damage, renter(s) shall forfeit part or all of the security/damage deposit at the discretion of Center Church.  Renter(s) shall be notified in writing of the loss or damage as well as the amount of the deposit to be forfeited.  Further, renter(s) are responsible for all losses or damages to premises and/or furnishings and furniture caused by the renter(s), guests, visitors, or any other persons exceeding the amount of the deposit. By renting the facilities, renter(s) are assuming all risk and liability for any damage done to persons or property or visitors occasioned by the present or future condition of the premises, both latent and manifest.  Failure to comply and/or cover expenses exceeding the deposit will result in you forfeiting any future use and/or rental of the facility. 

4.  Rental Payments:  

The event fees may be paid in cash, personal check, money order, cashier’s check and/or credit card (Visa, Master Card or Discover). Full rental payment must be paid at least Five (5) days prior to the date of the event or the event will be canceled. Any personal check not honored by the bank will result in cancellation of the event. All parties agree that the security/damage deposit cost will be deposited into any business account of Center Church.

5.  Cancellations:
If renter(s) cancel for any reason within fourteen (14) days prior to the event date, all parties agree that a $50.00 processing fee will be charged for cancelled reservations. Remaining event fees, security deposit, pre-payments or other applicable fees paid in advance, shall be fully refunded to renter(s) within two (2) weeks of cancellation.  

Exceptions may be granted to return the security/deposit fees in full to the renter(s) for extenuating circumstances.  Such request must be submitted in writing to Center Church.  Exceptions will be determined, granted and/or denied by the Pastor, the Board of Elders and the Board of Trustees at the time the request is made.  Renter(s) will be notified in writing within fifteen (15) days of the request.  If the request for full refund is granted, a check will be attached to the letter, however; if the request is denied, the letter will state reasons for the denial.    

If Center Church, its officers, affiliates, agents, servants, employees, its personal representatives, successors and assigns agents must cancel any event for any reason that is not due to cancellation by renter(s) or renter(s)’s non-payment or non-compliance of the terms and provisions of this Rental Agreement, a full refund of the deposit, and/or other applicable fees paid by renter(s), shall be refunded to renter(s) within five (5) days of cancellation by Center Church. Center Church is hereby released of any further liability from any and all foreseeable or unforeseeable damages.

6.  Check-in and check-out Time:  

Check-in and check-out times are strictly enforced in order to prepare Center Church for other scheduled events.  

7. Set-Up Time:

The renter(s) will be allowed one (1) hour of set-up time prior to the event and on the day of the event only. IF 1 hour of set-up time is not enough, other arrangements may be made with the approval of the Administrator. If an arrangement with administration is made to schedule a different setup time, be advised that air-conditioning will not be provided and all items that are set up may be subject to heat that will wilt flowers and/or melt items of soft nature.  Placement of such items will be at your own risk and not the responsibility of Center Church.  
8.  Use of Property:

Upon arrival, the responsible party for the rental must check-in with the office staff prior to setup to review responsibilities and policies. The responsible party will be held accountable for the action of all the rental participants.

Please note that the renter(s) is responsible for the setup of the facility prior to the event only.  Renter(s) will not be responsible for taking down any tables and/or chairs and the end of the event.  Center Church staff will be responsible for taking down any tables and/or chairs at the end of the event.  

All items brought in by renter(s) must be removed by renter(s) prior to check-out time.

No property belonging to Center Church shall be moved or taken outside by renter(s) or their guests; otherwise, renter(s) shall forfeit all or part of the deposit at the discretion of Center Church.  Center Church, its officers, affiliates, agents, servants, employees, its personal representatives, successors, assigns, owners or agents shall have the right to access and may be on the premises at any time for the purposes of inspection, supervision of building and grounds, security, management, or other purposes.

All youth/teenage activities must be supervised by adults at all times. The sponsoring adult must be present at all time.

9.  Noise Ordinance:

Loud activities should be kept to a minimum so that you do not disturb other members and guests at the facility or in the surrounding area.

10.  Cleaning/Clean-up: 

 The following general cleaning is required at the conclusion of the rental:

a. Pick-up all trash both inside and outside of the building.

b. Bag all trash and leave it by the back door (on the inside of the building).

c. Remove all decorations, balloons, and other party materials.

d. Remove all food and other items from the kitchen and refrigerator that was brought by your group.

11.  Smoking:

No smoking is allowed anywhere on the property of Center Church (including buildings, grounds, and parking lot).  Center Church is a smoke-free facility.    

12.  Alcoholic Beverages:

Alcoholic beverages are prohibited from anywhere on the property of Center Church (including buildings, grounds, and parking lot).  In compliance with the Church Covenant, this facility is a non-alcoholic facility.  

 This rule will be strictly adhered to.  

13.  Weapons/Firearms:

Weapons and/or firearms are prohibited from anywhere on the property of Center Church (including buildings, grounds, and parking lot).  This rule will be strictly adhered to.  

14.  Catering: 

The renter(s) is responsible for making his/her own arrangements with the catering provider.  

15.   Decorations:

The following rules are applied and must be followed by all renter(s): 

1. No staples, thumb tacks or nails in furniture or on the walls

2. No repainting of walls

3. Surplus chairs and tables are to remain in the building or in the designated storage area, not

    exposed to the elements.
4. Perishable items like food, flowers and wax products are to be placed at your own risk.
16.  Parking: 

Parking area is available for use at all events at no extra charge. Parking is subject to parking signs and regulations. 

19.  Sound and Audio Visual – Equipment Rental:

Sound and video equipment and services are available at an additional cost.  Cost will be provided at the time the request is made.  

Our technician is required when our equipment is being used to ensure proper usage and protection of the equipment.

Center Church reserves the right to refuse to rent to any renter or person(s) for any reason deemed necessary.

Center Church cannot be sub-leased by renter(s) for any reason.

Any changes to this agreement must be handwritten on the face of this original Agreement and shall be initialed by all parties hereto.

By signing this agreement, renter(s) acknowledge the amount of the fees to be paid to Center Church and agree to be responsible for payment in full in accordance with this agreement.

20.  Christian Life; Scriptural Conduct.

 (a)
Personal Ethics.  " 1 Corinthians 6:12 (NLT) You say, “I am allowed to do anything”—but not everything is good for you. And even though “I am allowed to do anything,” I must not become a slave to anything.  " Proverbs 16:2 (NLT) People may be pure in their own eyes, but the LORD examines their motives. " 1 Thessalonians 5:12 (NLT) Dear brothers and sisters, honor those who are your leaders in the Lord’s work. They work hard among you and give you spiritual guidance.”

(b)
Obedience to Law.  "Obey the government, for God is the one who has put it there.  There is no government anywhere that God has not placed in power.  So those who refuse to obey the laws of the land are refusing to obey God, and punishment will follow" (Romans 13:1‑2 LB).  "Obey the laws, then, for two reasons:  first, to keep from being punished, and second, just because you know you should.  Pay your taxes too, for these same two reasons.  For government workers need to be paid so that they can keep on doing God's work, serving you.  Pay everyone whatever he ought to have; pay your taxes and import duties gladly, obey those over you, and give honor and respect to all those to whom it is due.  Pay all your debts except the debt of love for others ‑ never finish paying that!  For if you love them, you will be obeying all of God's laws, fulfilling all his requirements.  Another reason for right living in this: you know how late it is; time is running out.  Wake up, for the coming of the Lord is nearer now than when we first believed" (Romans 13:5‑8, 11 LB).

(c)
Family; Household.  "Honor your father and mother, that you may have a long, good life in the land the Lord your God will give you" (Exodus 20:12).  "For if a man knows not how to rule his own house, how shall he take care of the church of God?" (I Timothy 3:5) “Their wives must be thoughtful, not heavy drinkers, not gossipers, but faithful in everything they do" (I Timothy 3:11 LB).  "The men you choose must be well thought of for their good lives; they must have only one wife and their children must love the Lord and not have a reputation for being wild or disobedient to their parents.  These elders must be men of blameless lives because they are God's ministers.  They must not be proud or impatient; they must not be drunkards or fighters or greedy for money" (Titus 1:6‑7 LB).  "That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience.  That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love their children" (Titus 2:2‑4).  "You wives must submit to your husbands' leadership in the same way you submit to the Lord.  For a husband is in charge of his wife in the same way Christ is in charge of his body the Church.  (He gave his very life to take care of it and be its Savior!)  So you wives must willingly obey your husbands in everything, just as the Church obeys Christ.  And you husbands, how the same kind of love to your wives as Christ showed to the Church when he died for her, to make her holy and clean, washed by baptism and God's Word: so that he could give her to himself as a glorious Church without a single spot or wrinkle or any other blemish, being holy and without a single fault.  That is how husbands should treat their wives, loving them as parts of themselves.  For since a man and his wife are now one, a man is really doing himself a favor and loving himself when he loves his wife.  No one hates his own body but lovingly cares for it, just as Christ cares for his body the Church, of which we are parts.  (That the husband and wife are one body is proved by the Scripture which says, "A Man must leave his father and mother when he marries, so the two shall be one.")  So again, I say, a man must love his wife as a part of himself: and the wife must see to it that she deeply respects her husband ‑ obeying, praising and honoring him.  Children, obey your parents; this is the right thing to do because God has placed them in authority over you.  Honor your father and mother.  This is the first of God's Ten Commandments that ends with a promise.  And this is the promise: that if you honor your father and mother, yours will be a long life, full of blessing.  And now a word to you parents.  Don't keep on scolding and nagging your children, making them angry and resentful.  Rather bring them up with the loving discipline the Lord himself approves, with suggestions and godly advice" (Ephesians 5:22‑31, 33‑6:4 LB).

(d)
Control.   ".... For a man is a slave to whatever controls him" (II Peter 2:19 LB).  "Even if we believe that it makes no difference to the Lord whether we do these things, still we cannot just go ahead and do them to please ourselves; for we must bear the burden of being considerate of the doubts and fears of others ‑ of those who feel these things are wrong.  Let's please the other fellow, not ourselves, and do what is for his good and thus build him up in the Lord" (Romans 15:2‑3 LB).

(e)
Adultery; Immorality.  "Thou shalt not commit adultery" (Exodus 20:14).  "...try hard to live without sinning; and be at peace with everyone so that he will be pleased with you when he returns" (II Peter 2:14 LB).  "You shall not commit adultery.  But I say: Anyone who even looks at a woman with lust in his eye has already committed adultery with her in his heart" (Matthew 5:27‑28 LB).  "...Don't fool yourselves.  Those who live immoral lives, who are idol worshipers, adulterers or homosexuals will have no share in his Kingdom ..."(I Cor. 6:9 LB).  "But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a reviler, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one no not to eat" (I Cor. 5:11 LB). 

(f)
Drunkenness; Drugs.  "This son of ours is stubborn and rebellious and won't obey; he is a worthless drunkard.  Then the men of the city shall stone him to death.  In this way you shall put away this evil from among you, and all the young men will hear about what happened and will be afraid" (Deuteronomy 21:20‑21 LB). "...envy, murder, drunkenness, wild parties, and all that sort of thing.  Let me tell you again as I have before, that anyone living that sort of life will not inherit the Kingdom of God” (Galatians 5:21 LB).  "Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God" (I Cor. 6:10 LB).  "Don't drink too much wine, for many evils lie along that path; be filled instead with the Holy Spirit, and controlled by Him” (Ephesians 5:18 LB).  "For the drunkard and the glutton shall come to poverty; and drowsiness shall clothe a man with rags" (Proverbs 23:21).

(g)
Smoking.  "Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?  If any man defiles the temple of God, him shall God destroy, for the temple of God is holy, which temple are ye" (I Cor. 3:16‑17).  "Haven't you yet learned that your body is the home of the Holy Spirit God gave you, and that He lives within you?  Your body does not belong to you.  For God has bought you with a great price.  So, use every part of your body to give glory back to God, because He owns it" (I Cor. 6:19).

(h)
Homosexuality.  "You shall not lie with a man as with a woman; it is an abomination” (Leviticus 18:22).  "...God let go of them and let them do all these evil things, so that even their women turned against God's natural plan for them and indulged in sex sin with each other.  And the men, instead of having a normal sex relationship with women, burned with lust for each other, men doing shameful things with other men and, as a result, getting paid within their own souls with the penalty they so richly deserved.  So it was that when they have God up and would not even acknowledge him, God gave them up to doing everything their evil minds could think of.  Their lives became full of every kind of wickedness and sin ...." (Romans 1:26‑29).  "Don't you know that those doing such things have no share in the Kingdom of God?  Don't fool yourselves.  Those who live immoral lives, who are idol worshippers, adulterers or homosexuals will have no share in his Kingdom... "(I Cor. 6:9‑10).  

(i)
